Your academy in Your church! 

 

We believe that a leadership training programme can be an invaluable tool to any growing 

church that has a vision to build God's House. We also believe it's a resource that every church 

should have access to which is why this year alongside The Leadership Academy we are 

launching a new partnership scheme that aims to help you create your own ‘Leadership 

Academy’ in your church.  
 

Your best leaders are found in the heart and core of your church - young and emerging leaders who carry 

a real spirit of son and daughtership, with whom you are able to connect and effectively disciple.  

 

As a result there is a growing desire by many churches to provide their own leadership training 

programmes which allow them to create an internship environment of both learning and on-the-job 

practical experience.  

 

However, providing a full and comprehensive training programme can often be found to be both 

time-consuming and expensive for churches to facilitate.

The Leadership Academy Partnership Scheme is a brand new opportunity that we believe will 

revolutionise the Bible College / Academy world! It’s your opportunity to combine your own 

interning and discipling with our training programme to create your own ‘The Leadership 

Academy’.  
 

Through partnering with us... 

 

o We want to give your church the opportunity to provide a full comprehensive training programme 

for your young and emerging leaders that you can confidently promote as your own Academy.  

 

o We want to help you provide a strong leadership training opportunity for the next generation of 

leaders within your local church. 

 

o We want to provide you the framework for raising up new leaders that won't cost you the earth or 

drain the valuable time of your leadership team in trying to cover a wide range of different 

practical and theoretical instruction. 

 

What does it do? 
 

Partnership works threefold.  

 

1. It equips your students through a full and comprehensive training programme with input from 
world class leadership.  

 

Students will spend two to three days a week (Wednesday to Friday) at the The Leadership Academy 

Training Centre based at The Megacentre in Sheffield. Whilst there they will receive up to seven hours 

lectures a week from a range of proven and experienced senior leaders including Dave & Jenny Gilpin 

(Hope City Church), Grayson Jones (International City Church, Doncaster & Barnsley), Paul Benger 

(CLC, Chesterfield) and John Greenow (Xcel Church, Durham) as well as Masterclasses from guests 

such as Tim Hall (Australia) and Scott Wilson (Eurolead). 
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They will also have the opportunity to spend up to a day and half in a chosen Elective Stream, learning 

alongside the ministries of Hope City Church, and be involved in Community practical work, working in 

schools and alongside the City Hearts programme. 

 

The experience they receive at the Training Centre will be a valuable asset as they return weekly to their 

home church to implement what they have learnt. 

 

2. It resources your church by growing your young and emerging leaders to engage with and 
develop the core ministries within your own local context.   

 

After their time at the Training Centre, students will return to work and serve in your local church (Friday 

to Tuesday), reporting to your own leadership for additional mentoring and discipleship. This also gives 

them an opportunity to find a part-time job locally to help finance their year.  

 

As a Partner Church you will provide a least an hour a week tutoring your students as well as engaging 

them in the areas of ministry they chose as their elective stream. The Leadership Academy Night School 

format can also be run to provide a wider frame of teaching that can benefit your whole congregation. The 

Partners Handbook that you receive when registering to be a Partner Chuch will provide guidance on the 

types of subjects you can cover in tutoring sessions as well as a full curriculum for The Leadership 

Academy Night School.  

 

Each Partner Church will designate a local Tutor who will be a key part of the ongoing pastoral support 

and student assessment throughout the year. They will work closely with the Director and Dean of The 

Leadership Academy to ensure that each student has the opportunity to excel.  

 
 
3. It resources you with all that you need to promote and provide your own ‘Leadership 

Academy’ in your local context. 
 

As a Partner Church you will be provided with promotional materials to effectively market ‘The Leadership 

Academy’ within your local church or group of churches.  

 

Promotional material will include access to stock levels of the Prospectus (depending on church size), a 

Presentation stand and Media trailers for incorporation into existing media use within your church. There 

will also be online access to a variety of templates that your media department can use for promoting The 

Leadership Academy in additional formats.

We want to ensure that you are able to offer your church the best experience and so throughout the year 

our Partnership Team will be available to give you advice and guidance on setting up and promoting your 

Academy.  

 

In short, as a Leadership Academy Partner Church you will be able to offer your young and 
emerging leaders an exciting, practical and comprehensive training programme that you can 

confidently call your Academy!  

 

How does it work? 
 

Students that you enrol will spend up to three days at the Training Centre in Sheffield for lectures, elective 

streams and community practical work.  

 

Elective streams include: Youth, Children, Students, Creative Arts (media, design, worship and 

the performing arts) and Church Pastoral Care & Management.  

 

Lectures start on Wednesday at 9:00am and complete at 2:00pm on Thursday. They will then spend up to 

a day and a half working alongside the Hope City Church ministries in their chosen Elective Stream, 

learning from those who are actively working in these ministry areas before returning to implement all 

they have learned in your local church. There will also be an option for students to return to their local 

church on the Thursday where Partner Church’s can show that they have suitable resources to provide 

Elective training locally.   

 

We will be providing billeted accommodation for Partner Church students who require food and lodgings 

for one, two or three nights. Billets will cost £15 per week for one night, £24 per week for two nights or 

£32 per week for three and will be on a Half-Board basis (Bed, Breakfast and Dinner).* 

 

What if the distance is too far to travel weekly? The standard partnership scheme expects students to 

travel weekly between the Training Centre and their local church. However, churches wishing to be a 

Partner Church where weekly travel to and from the Training Centre is undesirable due to distance we 

are also offering a residential Two Term Option. If you apply for the Two Term Option, your students will 

reside in Sheffield for the Autumn and Summer Terms and in between return home from January to April 

to work with you practically for the Spring Term. Billeted accommodation will be provided for students who 

require a full term’s accommodation from £60 per week.  
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So What Does It Cost? 

 

Becoming a Partner Church is completely FREE to churches who are willing to spend the 

time and energy in helping raise and enroll young and emerging leaders to build 

champion churches for Christ!  
 

The cost of running the course are covered by student fees. Current student fees are set at: 

 

£25 Registration Fee 

£1499 for 1st year tuition* 

£700 Mission to Ghana fee 

*Based on a student paying their fees in full at the beginning of the year. For other payment options 

please refer to the Prospectus.  

 

Partner Churches will receive back in commission £300 for every student enrolled on the course 

which can be used to help you resource future growth of your academy.   

 

Partner Church students who apply for the Two Term Option willl be able to enrol for a reduced 1st year’s 

tuition of £1099 and receive a commission of £200 back per student. The Mission to Ghana will be 

optional and payable in full if included. This package will only be open to students from Partner Churches 

that have applied for the Two Term Option due to the difficulties of traveling distances.

Once your application is accepted you will be asked to provide a deposit of £300 which will be payable 

each January prior to the start of a new intake of students. The deposit will be refunded along with your 

commission payments that we make to you in the following September. The deposit enables us to provide 

you with the relevant promotional material to promote for a new intake. Please note that deposits will be 

non-refundable if no students enroll in the following September.
